I. This is to update all of you about various initiatives that are being pursued by AISCCON and 

its affiliates with the Government to ensure that benefits for seniors are improvised.  

1) We have had multiple meetings with various ministers, MPs and offices of various ministries over 

the last one year and we will continue to pursue the same for the restoration of railway concessions.  

2) Emails and letters to PMO, ministries and MPs to communicate our needs. We are attaching full 

deck that provides drafts for these mails as well as press notes. We had shared them in the past and 

few states have utilized them but this needs to happen in large numbers. We will request every EC and 

CC member at least to send these mails and mark copies for us. Large states shall target at least 500 

mails from their members. This needs immediate action and does not cost much.  

3) Planning for Physical presence in Delhi in large numbers. For this purpose, we will be asking every 

state president and every EC / CC member about how many persons can be sent by each one of them 

for such activity. It will be necessary that everyone has to support this initiative in large number. Post 

EC meeting, AISCCON Office will be calling up members individually to get their confirmation on 

this.  This will be tabulated and circulated on the groups, if necessary. Large numbers are essential for 

this activity to be effective and that depends upon support from each one of you.   

4) We have created bank of all the state benefits at one place and data for more than 10 states is 

available. This allows us to learn from each other.  

5) As communicated earlier, while our follow up will continue for more benefits, the real challenge 

identified through variety of research papers is awareness about existing benefits and that task we need 

to continue to pursue.
