Cyber Security for Seniors in Telagana: Meeting with Senior Citizens on Cyber Awareness on 23

October the ICCC Command Control Tower B, 3rd Floor, presided over by Director TGCSB, Ma’am 

Shikha Goyal, IPS-DGP, TGCSB. Several senior citizens actively participated in the meeting, 

including Dr. Nageshwar Rao, Vice President of UCD, GHMC Limits, Srinivasa Rao, Ashwin Kumar, 

Uday Kumar, Dr Arun and others from the GHMC Limits of Hyderabad.

Cybercrime Challenges for Senior Citizens:The participants highlighted 

several cyber issues commonly faced by senior citizens, such as frauds, impersonation, and phishing 

scams. 2.         WhatsApp Group Formation: To effectively combat these issues, Director Madam 

proposed creating a single-window system or WhatsApp group. This group will consist of admins 

from all senior citizen associations in GHMC Limits, as well as state senior citizens’ welfare 

associations. Further, the group will be used to share posters and messages about cybercrime 

awareness, specifically targeting senior citizens. 

 Action Plan: 

1. The initiative will commence from 1st November 2024, with the WhatsApp group set up 

before this date. 

2. Regular cyber awareness materials will be distributed through WhatsApp and emails, 

addressing key issues such as: Cyber frauds, Impersonation scams, Phishing and investment frauds, 

Digital safety tips.      

3. Cyber Jagrooktha Diwas on 6th November 2024 has been declared as Senior Citizens Day. On 

this day: All districts (D4C, DSPs) will identify senior citizens’ associations and conduct awareness 

sessions on how to prevent cybercrime. In Cyberabad, Rachakonda, and Hyderabad, physical meetings  



 

 

 

will be arranged with senior citizens at ICCC Headquarters Auditorium, accommodating up to 200 

participants. If willing, senior citizens will attend inaugural sessions at the headquarters, followed by 

the distribution of awareness materials.
